3 basic teachings:

Salvation (entrance into 
heaven) can be achieved 

through faith alone. 

• He rejected church doctrine 
that good works and 
sacraments are necessary 
for salvation.

The Bible is the sole source of 
religious truth not the 

traditional authorities such as 
Church clergy or the Pope.

All persons with faith are 
equal. They do not need 

priests to interpret the Bible 
for them.
